ii) Conditions for Release of MPLAD Funds

Every year two instalments of Rs. 2.50 crore each are released to all MPs.
Ist Instalment of newly elected MP is received from Gol without any condition but for the

subsequent years conditions for the release of the instalments are as follows:

First Instalment:-

1)  2nd Instalment of previous year should be released.
i1) Provisional UC of expenditure of 80% of Ist Instalment of previous year.

ii1) The unspent balance must be < Rs 3.00 crore

Second Instalment:-

1) The unsanctioned balance must be < Rs. 1 crore;
i1) The unspent balance must be < Rs. 2.5 crore; and
ii1) Utilization Certificate (UC) of the previous year and Audit Certificate (AC) of the

year, prior to the previous year should be sent to Gol.

Note - The scheme was temporarily suspendend for two financial years 2020-21 to
December 2021 due to Corona Pandemic. From March 2022 onwards Ministry has released
lumpsump amount of Rs. 2 crore to each MP as against allocated amount of 5 crore annualy

to each MP.

ITEM 4 Enforcement of Provisions for development of SC/ST areas

As per MPLADS guidelines MPs are to recommend every year works costing at least

15% of MPLADS funds for areas inhabited by SC population and 7.5 % of the areas
inhabited by ST Population.

As there is no ST population in the Punjab 7.50% of the funds are also to be sanctioned

for SC areas. So, overall 22.50% of the MPLAD funds are to be sanctioned/utilized for areas
inhabited by SC Population.

Action required:

DCs may bring this provision into the notice of Hon'ble MPs and request that funds
amounting to 22.50% are to be recommended for SC areas as per MPLADS guidelines.
